If the verb ends in two consonant letters (the same or different), the ending is simply added on.
Examples: hunting, hunted, hunter, buzzing, buzzed, buzzer, jumping, jumped, jumper

The /ŋ/ sound spelt n before k key focus 
Examples: bank, think, honk, sunk

The /tʃ/ sound is usually spelt as tch if it comes straight after a single vowel letter. Exceptions: rich, which, much, such.
Example: catch, fetch, kitchen, notch, hutch

English words hardly ever end with the letter v, so if a word ends with a /v/ sound, the letter e usually needs to be added after the ‘v’.

Ensure spelling is taught as a lesson, ensure there is an EMW activity to enable children to consolidate. Create mini spelling activities to enable children to consolidate. Use weekly dictation sentences after teaching the rule to establish who is secure. Those who are not secure, create an intervention.
